Greater participation by the Living Stones Sunday School during the Family Eucharist.
Outreach through the community events we organise and through the local schools,
uniformed organisations and the Legion remain good. Especially Outreach at our Apple
Day celebrations.

A growing sense that St. Margaret’s is at the heart of Iver Heath.

The creation of the Mission and Outreach committee.

The creation of a monthly Healing Eucharist with the laying on of hands and anointing,
with transport for those who find it hard to now get to church.

Challenges

For the third year running the average number of Sunday Communicants has fallen.
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¢ Sunday attendance figures are down this year. I suggest that this can mainly be put down
to the bad weather we had at the beginning and end of the year.

e Retaining our young people remains a considerable challenge.
Providing an atmospheric place for the committed Christian to worship God, whilst also
being a welcoming place for the newcomer.

Objectives for 2011

e To find new ways to encourage the congregation new and old to grow in faith and
commitment.

e To further show the love of God to the community at large.
To offer thought provoking worship that involves all of our senses as we journey together
through the seasons of the Christian year.

The Fund Raising committee currently consists of:

The Fund Raising Committee of St. Margaret’s aims to:

Oversee, guide, co-ordinate and measure the fund raising activities of the church.

Provide help, advice and encouragement to those engaged in fund raising activities.

To share the need and purpose of fund raising with the wider congregation and encourage
their involvement.

Objectives for 2010

Pro-actively encourage the recruitment of helpers and volunteers for the various events
from the wider congregation and community.

Establish a formal process by which fund raising schemes are assessed, activated,
processed and supported.

Pro-actively encourage fund raisers to seek sponsors from further afield so that the total
burden of giving does not always fall on the same shoulders.

Seek ways to appropriately increase the profile of our church and its activities at all of the
events we organise.

Focus for 2010

Pinewood Concert: The concert went ahead in 2010 after the senior management of the
studios confirmed their interest and support. The concert raised nearly £2,000 for St.
Margaret’s as well as a £50 donation to the Scouts, and donations of £100 each to the
Amersham Music Centre and the Stardust Big Band, who performed for free. In all, four
bands played and the raffle was a big part of the evening. A donation of £800 was also
made to First Light Movies, the nominated charity of Pinewood Studios.

Scrap Metal Day: The supply of scrap metal in and around Iver Heath continues to
provide a fun and interesting day that raised £970. Previous years experience led to a slick
operation and and a finished job by mid-afternoon. Many thanks are due to all who stored
and donated their metal — from tinfoil to cast iron — and all who helped collect and sort it.
Apple Day: The weather wasn't perfect but another great day that raised a record amount
of nearly £4,500. As ever, the growing success of the event brings new challenges but a
fantastic team of volunteers overcame them all. The St. Margaret's Church marquee
appeared for the first time and was a great success with everything from story-telling,
“Historical Iver Heath” and Fr Will's classic car. Not only an event for our Church and
community, but also a day that has become a primary fund raising and profile opportunity
for many other local and national charities.

Challenges

The challenges of 2010 were much as predicted: the need for volunteers who have the time to
give to long-term planning and organisation and the increasing burden of administration that
now accompanies each event.
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The St. Margaret's Church Fete did not happen in 2010 and unless we can find someone
to take on overall responsibility for the day, it is likely to be a non-starter again in 2011,
and this is a great sadness.

Each of the major events — Pinewood Concert, Scrap Metal Day and Apple Day face real
problems with finding volunteers. Whilst there is usually a good body of people happy to
help on the day the real requirement is for planners and organisers who begin work weeks
and months before the day. Both of the primary organisers of the Pinewood Concert and
Scrap metal day are unable to continue in the role in 2011 through work and family
commitments and 2010 was the last year for three critical members of the Apple Day
organisation team.

The committee did not achieve the 2010 goal of establishing a formal process for
assessing proposals for fund raising.

There was not a “Novelty Fund Raising Event” in 2010. As an example the Staples to
Naples Rally of 2009 entertained everyone and proved to be a great feature in the local
press, as well as a successful fund raising event. Our challenge is to find a similar event
each year.

Objectives for 2011

In the coming year the Fund Raising Committee plans to:

Establish a formal process by which fund raising schemes are assessed, activated,
processed and supported and thereby find a “novelty” event each year that can both
receive sponsorship and support from a wider base and increase St. Margaret's profile at
the same time.

Begin a focus on 2012, the 150™ anniversary of the Church.

Increase the profile of Phase 2 of the Organ Replacement Project — the refurbishment of
the space that will be created when the old organ is removed.

Recruit helpers and volunteers for the various events from the wider congregation and
community.

Encourage fund raisers to seek sponsors from further afield so that the total burden of
giving does not always fall on the same shoulders.

Continue to seek ways to appropriately increase the profile of our church and its activities
at all of the events we are involved in.

Have an exciting time with new and old friends by both by being involved in raising
money for St. Margaret's Building Fund and organising fun events in, for and with the
local community.

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The Living Stones Junior Church Report

The 'Living Stones' are the children of our church. We meet weekly during the 10am Sunday
service, except on the first Sunday of the month when the Family Eucharist is held. The
Living Stones take an active part in the Family service by reading the intercessions and
helping Fr Will to share "The Peace' with the congregation. Many members have joined the
music group where they play their instruments during the final hymn of the Family Eucharist.

Our aim is to introduce children to God. Familiarising them with the life and teachings of
Jesus, helping them to grow in their faith and ultimately to assist each child's family in
bringing them to confirmation. Each session typically involves prayer, a gospel reading, a
story from the Bible and an activity.

It is important for the Living Stones to interact socially away from their church life;

January saw approximately 35 of us braving the snow and ice to see the pantomime
'Aladdin’ at the High Wycombe Swan.

The 'Living Stones Epiphany Concert Party' was a great success, with children
performing for their audience. We were treated to poetry, stories, jokes and music, what a
talented group of children we have in our church. Wendy Plowright accompanied some
children on keyboard and played Christmas Carols. Martin Sands was Master of
Ceremonies and shared with us his talent for magic and illusion. Sylvia Hill and Faye
Wilson served refreshments while Rosemary Read organised the raffle. Lisa Parrett was
responsible for the order and smooth running of each act. A big thank you goes to all
those mentioned as well as the parents (without your help these events wouldn't take
place), the audience (for supporting our young people) and of course to the children (your
ability and bravery is astounding, well done to you all). The raffle raised £21.00 which,
after recent world events, was sent to the 'Haiti Earthquake Appeal'.

It was with great sadness we learnt, in February, that Debbie Chambers had passed away.
Debbie had been a founder member of the Living Stones and regularly led the older
members session during Sunday service. All three of her boys had grown up in our church
family and had been Living Stones members since the first meeting in 1998. Debbie will
be greatly missed by all those who knew her. Our love and best wishes go to her family.
We are aware of the distractions facing children from school pressures and spare time
activities, which can spill into Sunday mornings. Often we find that once children reach
senior school, they are less likely to continue attending the Living Stones on a regular
basis. We now have a youth group, for children from 8 years, who meet once a month.
The first meeting took place on Friday 12th of February 2010, when the name for the
youth group was chosen as 'Ist MYC' (The First St. Margaret's Youth Club). 1st MYC is
run by parents/leaders who arrange evenings where fun and socialising is the main aim.
Once again, the Living Stones came together for a morning of activities to celebrate
Easter at the 'Good Friday Workshop'. Fr Will fascinated everyone with a special Good
Friday ‘Stations of The Cross’ service. A banner, a picture of the Crucifixion (made of
tissue paper) and an Easter garden were made as decoration for the church.

During the 'Church Fete' in May, the parent/leaders held the 'Card/Sweet Treat Game' and
there was also a sale of toys for donations, this raised £12.15 for the youth bank account.
The parent/leaders organised a shed of activities, for all children who were attending
'Apple Day' at Home Farm, over £150 was raised for church funds. Also, for the first
time, we had a 'Story Telling' corner, which was very popular.
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® December was busy with rehearsals for the Living Stone's Nativity. The story of the first
Christmas was told during the Christmas Eve 'Crib Service'. Everyone worked hard, the
narrators read beautifully, the costumes were elaborate and the singing was angelic. Well
done to all the children and thank you to the parents.

¢ Amanda Bausor has kindly volunteered to take over the post of Child Protection Officer.
Thank you to Marjorie Brown for her help and support over the past years.

All leaders have CRB certificates, or are in the process of being CRB checked.

e Each session should be covered by two leaders who have CRB certificates. The Leader
team meet regularly to ensure the smooth running of the Living Stones and arrange
events. Nichola Grayson regularly sends out notices to keep our families involved, and
also sends out a welcome to all new families.

®  On the third Sunday of each month, except during the month of August, the Living Stones
parents serve the after service refreshments. Lisa Parrett ensures the rota is always
covered.

¢ Thank you to all those who have helped and supported the Living Stones during the past
year.

We now look forward, with excitement, to 2011.

Churchwardens’ Report

The Churchwardens are Joy L’Angellier and Shaun Bausor. Jean Pearson-Hall and Martin
Sands are the Deputy Churchwardens.

Aims of the Churchwardens

The Churchwardens, in co-operation with the rector, are generally responsible for the day-to-
day functioning of the parish. These include:
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Services i.e. unlock/lock the church; arrange sidespeople, readers, and offertory people;
allow access to the safe (chalices, wafer box etc.).

Count and record pledges and plate donations.

Welcome new comers to the congregation, guest clergy/preachers, the Bishop or
Archdeacon when they visit and offer any help.

Attend PCC and Standing Committee meetings.

Officiate at Morning and Evening Prayer if the rector or licensed lay reader is not
available.

Represent the lay people and work closely with the rector and PCC in all aspects of
church life.

Keep an accurate and up-to-date inventory of parish registers, plate, valuables, ornaments,
and other moveable church goods.

Health and Safety requirements.

Objectives for 2010

Complete the Deanery inspection of the church and its inventory.

Within the constraints of available finance and resources, oversee the maintenance of the
church building and churchyard.

Participate in the Quinquennial Review of the church and the work necessary to
implement the report’s recommendations.

Support the Organ Committee in their fund raising efforts towards the purchase of a new
digital instrument.

Support the Fund Raising Committee in all aspects of community based fund raising
events.

Support the Building Committee and Churchyard Working Parties in all their planned
work. Where appropriate, ensure that a faculty is raised.

Successes

The new Churchwarden has continued to gain experience with help and guidance from
Mrs L’ Angellier and the Deputy Wardens.

The Deanery inspection, which includes all of the parish registers, plate, valuables,
ornaments, and other moveable church goods, was successfully completed.

The organ replacement - in co-operation with the Organ Committee - has ensured that the
procedure for reaching a decision was open, clear, accountable, and documented and
enabled the PCC to approve the best solution for the future of music in St. Margaret’s.
Changes of procedure for receiving the host and wine following the swine flu outbreak
were successfully implemented and returned to “normal” once the outbreak subsided.

The leaking Parish Centre roof following the theft of lead was repaired and the centre
redecorated.

Following the removal of the worn-out carpet in the main body of the church, the tiled
floor was sympathetically cleaned and renovated. A new carpet was fitted in the nave.
The work received praise from the architect his Quinquennial Report.

The churchyard continues to looks very good and well cared for, due mainly to the hard
work of a small number of volunteers, who work regularly between March and November
each year.

New sidespeople and readers have been appointed, continuing the tradition of involving
as many of the congregation as possible in church services.
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Challenges

With the PCC, identify and induct a new churchwarden to replace Shaun Bausor.

® Following the departure of the Rector in July 2011, remain representatives of the Parish
as a whole during the interregnum.

¢ Endeavour to encourage the practice of true religion and promote unity and peace among
the parishioners during the interregnum.

e The successful appointment of a new Priest in Charge or Rector with as little delay as
possible.

e Support the Fund Raising Committee in all aspects of community based fund raising
events.

e Support the Building Committee and Churchyard working parties in all their planned
work and ensure that faculties are raised and approved where appropriate.

The Burnham Deanery Synod aims to:

¢ enable interaction and debate, regarding matters of mutual interest and concern, between
the clergy and lay deanery synod members .

e coordinate the work of deanery synod sub-groups, such as the pastoral committee and the
finance committee .

® Dbe responsible for matters of overarching importance to all churches in the deanery, such
as inclusive deanery events and the assessment of parish diocesan shares.

e ag appropriate, serve as an agent for providing support officers and, centrally, give advice
and expertise to parishes.
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Objectives for 2010

® To continue St. Margaret’s involvement in the functioning of the deanery synod through
its elected representatives, namely Fr Will Hazlewood (clergy) and John Mitchell, Rob
Penn and Martin Sands (laity).

* Inso doing, to participate in fulfilling the aims of the deanery synod as indicated above.

e To further support the work of the synod by Martin Sands (St. Margaret’s) continuing as
lay representative of the eastern grouping on the synod standing committee.

Focus for 2010

¢ The Synod met four times in 2010, at the churches of St. John’s, Manor Park, Slough (6th
February), St. Mary’s Wexham (28" April), St. George’s, Britwell (6™ July) and St.
Francis’, Langley (1 1™ November), on each occasion attended by at least one and usually
more of St. Margaret’s four synod members.

* Informative news of the progress and activities of the host parishes were given at each
meeting and the activities of various parishes within the framework of the ‘Living Faith’
programme were reported with events culminated in the very successful gathering of
about 500 people at ‘Pinewood and Beyond’ on 3" October in Pinewood Studios.

¢ Financial and pastoral reports are essential regular items on the agenda as well as
occasional useful reports on diocesan and sometimes general synod activities. In addition
however, it is the aim, at each synod meeting, to include one or more important topic for
presentation and / or debate. In 2010, these have included:

e analysis of responses to the 2010 ‘Living Faith’ programme with regard to planning
future deanery events.

e extensive discussion of a motion from St. Paul’s, Slough, proposing that: ‘urgent
consideration be given to the present sharing of the burden of Diocesan Share across
the deanery, given that in 2010 one parish is asked for 237% and another 24% of
actual ministry costs’.

e discussion on an update report of the deanery strategy group (dealing with forward
planning for the next decade) following collation of the results from the review
questionnaire, sent to all parishes during the later part of 2009.

e programme of events in 2011 to mark the 400™ anniversary of the King James Bible.

® Progress in creating a spiritual centre at St. Anne’s, Littleworth Common.

e debate following an excellent talk entitled ‘Care for Creation — Churches and our
Carbon Footprint’ by the Revd Professor Ian James, Dioscesan Environment Advisor.

Challenges

To improve parish understanding of the role and value of the deanery synod and its function,
and to strengthen the interface with it and its other constituent churches.

Objectives for 2011
To develop and build on the relationship between our church and the Burnham deanery

synod, and continue to support its work through the participation of St. Margaret’s elected
representatives.

Friends of St. Margaret’s Iver Heath Report

The Annual General Meeting of 2010 was held on 7" February at which Mr Keith Pask
showed drawings of possible designs relating to the proposed new gate at the end of the
churchyard, one of which was unanimously approved.

Planning permission had previously been granted by the Council, and a Faculty was obtained
allowing the work to proceed. The cost of materials and labour, welding, and galvanising
amounted to £1,353.82. Subscriptions received early in 2011 have increased the funds
available which will enable the Annual General Meeting of 2011 to consider what help might
be given to the Parish following the receipt of the latest Quinquennial Survey Report.

Membership is open to everyone, the subscription being a very modest £10.00 p.a.

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Treasurer’s Report

General Account — Receipts: There was a welcome increase in Pledged income of £2,768 to
offset a reduction of £1,153 in other receipts, particularly in Cash Collections. Income Tax
Recovered under covenants and gift aid increased by £90 to a record total of £5,975.
Unfortunately, from 6™ April 2011 the 3% addition made by H M Revenue & Customs
comes to an end which means that receipts under this heading will be considerably lower in
the current year.

A disappointment has been the reduction in receipts from advertising in the “Contact”
magazine, down from £7,542 to £6,167 which meant that only the sponsorship money from
Pinewood Studios enabled there to be a surplus of £167 under that heading.

Several advertisers cancelled during the year, probably due to the Country’s economic
situation. Businesses cannot be forced to spend on advertising.

General Account — Payments: Resulting from the PCC’s decision to send 10% of some
fund-raising to charity payments under that heading rose from £1,832 to £2,278 even though
the use of double-pocket weekly envelopes was discontinued. The Parish has also benefited
from a reduction in the amount of Diocesan Share, down to £21,096.

It is already known that an increased amount is asked for in the current year, and, as reported

in the 2009 Accounts, St. Margaret’s is still being subsidised to a large degree by other
parishes in our Deanery.

Excluding charitable giving, Payments totalled £47,715, showing that it is costing over £900
per week to run the Parish and meet all commitments. It is considered that, if there is no
substantial increase in giving by the congregation, severe economies will have to be made by
the PCC.

There are several families in the Parish who give very generously, but in other cases no
increased giving has been in evidence over the past ten years. With increases almost daily in
the cost of living due to extra VAT, fuel (petrol, gas and electricity) together with running
expenses the future looks bleak without more support from the Parish family.

A number of individuals have worked extremely hard in fund-raising for the benefit of the
Churchyard, Organ and Building Funds and an acknowledgement of their efforts appears
elsewhere in this Annual Report. To highlight a few of their achievements mention must be
made of the Pinewood Music Concert, Apple Day and the sale of scrap metal. As a result
another container has been acquired for use in the church yard, the grounds having been kept
neat and tidy, repairs to the church roof have been carried out, the tower clock has been re-
gilded and various other improvements have been made. Iver Parish Council paid for half of
the cost of the re-gilding, and there were two legacies totalling £3,000. At the end of 2010 the
Building Fund had a balance of £19,367 which will, no doubt, enable many of the repair
works called for in the Quinquennial Survey Report to be carried out.

Finding enough volunteers to plan, organise and run our very successful community
events is difficult; which means that the large burden rests on the shoulders of few

We face a potential shortfall in future years if the Deanery Share increases (as is
anticipated).

We need to make efforts to increase our fund raising and support of the church through
stewardship. This may prove difficult in the current economic climate.

Contact Magazine runs the risk of not being self funding in the future. This is due to a
reduction of advertisers willing to place adverts (we suspect due to the recession).

Objectives for 2011:

In order to address these concerns and to ensure that we as the church continue to grow in
faith and in effectively showing God’s love to the community around us: The Churchwardens
and PCC will be focusing on the following objectives in the coming year, supported by the
relevant committees and groups:
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e Begin planning events for the sesquicentennial anniversary of St. Margaret’s Church -
150™ birthday celebrations.

e To enlist the support and help of the wider congregation with church and parish
related events.

e Installation of new organ and inaugural concert with a dedication.

e Removal of existing pipe organ and renovating the gallery space creating a multi-
functional, single room that will provide, at various times, a new classroom for the
growing ‘Living Stones’ Sunday School, a mid-week chapel, a parish office, a
meeting room and a study area for some of the courses that are run.

e To increase the profile of the church and its activities in all the events that are
organised for the community at large.

e To ensure items raised by the 2010 Quinquennial report are completed.

e Ensuring that all new leaders and people involved in the Junior Church have the
appropriate CRB checks.

e To continue our involvement in the Deanery’s ‘Living Faith’ initiative.

e To enhance the musical experience through the music group and an enhanced
repertoire of anthems sung by the choir.

e To encourage new members to join the Bible Study Group and Emmaus courses.

e To continue to enhance and restore the fabric of St. Margaret’s with the help of the
“Friends of St. Margaret’s”.

e The launch of a Junior Choir.

e The Parish Family Pilgrimage to Walsingham.

e To ensure the smooth running of the parish interregnum following Fr Will’s
impending departure in July 2011.

e To draw up a parish profile for prospective candidates, incorporating a statement
describing the conditions, needs and traditions of the parish.

e Try and ensure, as much as they are able, that covering clergy are found to maintain
as many of the current services as possible.

Having read the report I am struck by all the things that are going on in our parish. We are a
vibrant living example of the Gospel in this place. None of this would be possible without so
much hard work by so many. As we look to Christ, our head, we each have a part to play, so
it is essential that we continue to work together, seeking to discern our common calling as
God’s people.

This is a wonderful Parish and don’t you forget it!! My prayer as I prepare to leave you is that
all that makes St. Margaret’s such a special place will continue and grow. I pray that you will
always seek God’s will for this parish and that you will heed the call to unity. Whoever
finally is chosen to be your new Parish Priest will be lucky indeed. In the meantime
remember that we are adopted sons and daughters of our Heavenly Father and brothers and
sisters of Christ wherever we may be.

Finally, as ever, I wish to record my thanks to all those who have contributed to this report.
Especially I wish to thank Louise for all her hard work in compiling and distributing this
report.
